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Beloved in Christ, 

          Biblically stewardship can be defined as óutilizing and managing all resources God provides for the glory of God and the betterment of His 

creationô. A steward is a person entrusted with the management of the affairs of another person. We need to understand the significance of our role as 

stewards. Stewardship has a variety of meanings when it deals with money management, financial accountability, social response, assets 

management, time management, talent management, etc. The fundamental meaning of Biblical stewardship is Godôs ownership and his dominion 

over all things. We have been entrusted with Godôs resources. 

    The Gospel according to Matthew 25:14-30 tells us the óParable of the Talentsô. Jesus speaks of a man who, shortly leaving on a journey called his 

servants and entrusted to them his property. To one person he gave five talents , to another talents and to another person one talents. After giving to 

each according to their ability, this man went his way. He who had received the five talents went at once and traded with them and earned five more 

talents.  Likewise, he who had two talents made two more talents. Instead of trading his talents, the man with one talent dug it in the ground and hid 

his masterôs money. Once the master returns to the place and settles accounts with them, he finds two of his servants had used their money wisely and 

responsibly. 

  The Parable of the Talents teaches us of faithful stewards being wise, investing and multiplying what he has received from the Lord. Also, it 

suggests that the day will come when all of us has to give account of our stewardship. The Lord will reward us according to our performance. 

Initially, the parable does not give an idea of the reward. Moving towards the end, we observe a master who rewards his trustworthy servants. 

Similarly, God precisely tests us in our daily life. God watches us on how much we are honest and responsible to His call and accountable in our 

duties. Even the tiniest of our deeds are counted. 

God looks upon to utilize our gifts responsibly, productively and generously. Although the principle of stewardship affects many areas of our lives, 

we shall deal three areas in particular: Time, Talent and Treasure. Managing time has become a major issue in todayôs world. The lifestyle in modern 

days has put people under pressure and stress as we struggle to manage out time effectively.  We should live our life with a purpose and with a focus. 

Apostle Paul gives such and advice to Christian communities in Ephesians 5:15-16: óLook carefully then how you walk, not as unwise but as wise, 

making best use of the time, because the days are evilô. John 9:4 says óWe must work the works of him who has sent men while it is day; night is 

coming, when no one can workô. The Gospel of John describes the urgency that Jesus himself felt to fulfill His mission in time. 

  We are born with abilities and skills that can be developed with practice. As we grow and mature, we can learn how to use these talents to advance 

in life and to serve God and our community. In the New Testament, there were several passages that mention spiritual gifts which talents that God 

gives to people that need to be used for the betterment of the Church. Paul says in 1 Corinthians 12:4, óthere are varieties of gifts, but the same Spiritô. 

  All our material possessions are also gifts from God. But they should be used wisely to support out families, to do good in the world and support the 

mission of the Church. Do recognize and realize that time and talents are a trust from God, where we are responsible to God for how they were used. 

Throughout the bible, we read Godôs expectation of us to be faithful stewards to fulfill His will on earth. We are entrusted with so many 

responsibilities by God to act as faithful stewards to manage the resources responsibly and honestly to bring glory to God.

In Christ Alone 

Songwriter Stuart Townend grew up as the youngest of four children in a Christian 
family in West Yorkshire, England, where his father was a vicar in the Church of 
England. The Townend family always enjoyed music, and young Stuart began to play 
the piano at the age of seven. Known and respected today by musicians and worship 
leaders throughout Britain and beyond, his involvement in Christian music dates back 
over 10 years.During this time, Townend has used his talents to produce albums for 
British-based worship leaders as diverse as John Pantry, Keith Routledge, Sue Rinaldi, 
Vinesong and Praise Gathering. As an artist, he has made two solo albums: Say the 
Word and Personal Worship. But it is perhaps as a songwriter that Stuart has made 
his most enduring contribution to the contemporary worship movement. Songs such
